The swivel surface workstation continues a tradition of Altra
products that deal with space and technology issues. The com-
pany continues to create variations on a workstation idea that
combines a simple desktop with a secondary shelf that can be
used for storage, as can the place below it, or to mount a tablet.
The product concept represents an early approach to the kind
of open architecture that is becoming increasingly important
in home office products. In a recent variation, a single surface
is hinged, with a rear strip that props up to support an in-use

smartphone or tablet.

Given the degree to which Altra is offering various and portable
surface configurations as alternative workstations, which lack the
drawers of a traditional desk, the company also introduced inex-
pensive, lightweight and, potentially, portable canvas storage.

The Altra showroom’s theme was back to school, but the compa-

ny took an important lesson from the
classroom. For years, schools have had
to create workstations in rooms that
were space challenged. So, the com-
panies they worked with to produce
desks and other kinds of work surfac-
es had to make the most out of space
available with under-desktop storage,
under-chair storage and other compro-
mises with cramped quarters. Altra has
brought out its own variation on the
traditional school desk, one that might
be a bit more colorful than most adults
remember, but all the more attractive
to children for it.
